GRADE 6 ORIENTATION DAY

We would like to invite your child to the Grade 6 Orientation Day at Reece High School on
Tuesday, 1**December; our school day begins at 8:35 and finishes at 2:50.

The Orientation Day is the culmination of our transition program for students beginning Grade 7 at
Reece High School in 2021. To date, we have provided opportunities for your child to meet and
work with some of our teachers and student leaders in both their own primary school setting and
here at Reece High, as well as our day at the Devonport Recreation Centre in August.
